You're in a meeting with 
four coworkers and you're trying to pick a new marketing strategy. 
You've got to do something different or your company isn't going to 
hit its annual goals. Third, emotions run strong. You're in the 
middle of a casual discussion with your spouse and he or she 
brings up an "ugly incident" that took place at yesterday's 
neighborhood block party. Apparently you were flirting with 
someone at the party. You simply remember being polite and 
friendly. Your spouse walks off in a huff.
